Diagrams of Cellular Respiration and Photosynthesis

Instructions:
1. Use color in all pictures.
2. Label all parts appropriately in all pictures.
3. Fold your sheet of computer paper so that you have 4 squares.
4. Put your name in the bottom right hand corner of your paper.
5. Number the squares starting in the top left hand square and going around clockwise on the front and back of your paper, from 1 to 4.
6. At the top of square number one on the front side, put the title Cellular Respiration in small lettering.
7. At the top of square number one on the back side, put the title Photosynthesis in small lettering.
8. In Square number one, on the front side (Cellular Respiration), draw a picture of a plant (any) and an animal (any). Label the pictures with the name of your plant and animal. 
9. In Square number two, on the front side (Cellular Respiration), use page 51 in your book as a reference and write the “equation” for cellular respiration. 

10.  In Square number three, on the front side (Cellular Respiration), use page 22 in your book as a reference and draw an animal cell.  Label the following parts of the animal cell: cell membrane, nucleus, mitochondria and cytoplasm. You do not need to draw and label all of the cell parts.
11.  In Square number four, on the front side (Cellular Respiration), use page 51 in your book as a reference and draw a mitochondria.  Draw arrows for the items that go into and go out of the mitochondrion. Label the arrows. (Hint: Don’t forget ENERGY!)

12.  In Square number one, on the back side (Photosynthesis), draw a picture of a plant and label the three organs of a plant: root, stem, and leaf. Under your label, write what goes into the plant through the root and the leaves. 

13.  In Square number two, on the back side (Photosynthesis), use page 49 in your book as a reference and write the “equation” for photosynthesis. 

14.  In Square number three, on the back side (Photosynthesis), use page 22 in your book as a reference and draw a plant cell.  Label the following organelles: cell wall, cell membrane, nucleus, chloroplast, mitochondria, cytoplasm and vacuole (make it large!).  You do not need to draw and label all of the cell parts.
15.  In Square number four, on the back side (Photosynthesis), use page 49 in your book as a reference and draw a chloroplast.  Draw arrows for the items that go into and out of the chloroplasts. Label the arrows. (Hint: Don’t forget LIGHT ENERGY!)
